The diagnostic criteria 
for a correct interpretatio·n 1>f lymphograms are presented in an excellent interpretation of lympho­
grams are presented in an excellent d@actic form; important diagnostic signs are stressed and shown 
diagramatically. The clarity and high quality of the figurative plates enable even the student to recog­
nise in detail impotant pathological alterations in lymph nodes.
